Amberwood Doggie “Rules”
One of the reasons we welcome guests with dogs is because we are “doggy” people too, and before opening the B&B we could never find a place to stay that would accept dogs.  We find that “dog” people are always nice people and so far, fingers crossed, we’ve never had a problem!  So here is some information to make your stay, and Fido’s stay, a pleasant experience!
· Please don’t leave Fido unattended in the room.

· No dogs sleeping on the bed!

· No excessive barking, please!

· Pet guests must be in good health, house trained, clean, and on a flea program.

· We charge a pet fee of $10 per night per pet.  Additional charges will apply if pets create excessive mess or damage to the room and will be billed to your credit card.

· If you need them, we provide dog beds, food and water dishes, leashes, emergency pet food and a doggy towel in case your pet needs to be dried off before coming into the room.

· Please pick up after Fido.  If you can get him to piddle over on the bark mulch between the garden beds that would be great and save our lawn from spots, but if not, that’s ok.  There is a shovel leaning against the house to the left when you walk into the garden – use it to pick up the “larger” business and fling it over the fence toward the road.
· Our Cats:  We have 3 cats.  If your pet likes to chase cats, please keep them on a leash, even in your private garden.  Two of our cats are pretty good at running away from dogs (the black cat – Chevy, and the black and white cat – Doodle) but the calico cat – Callie – is our “rescue” girl and she’s pretty old and can’t run.  We don’t need any cat disasters!

· The River:  If you take your pet down to the river in the summer, please be very careful of the current!  If you head to the left at the bottom of the stairs and go “up river” along the bank, the big pool should be ok for current – check with us first!

· You’re welcome to take Fido for a stroll on our land below, by the trout pond – be aware there are lots of rabbits down there, as well as the occasional deer.
